Unless we as a nation return to living our lives based on moral standards and with integrity the cycle of violence permeating our communities will continue.  We must begin setting good examples for our children.  When we smoke we are teaching our children smoking is ok.  When we use drugs we are telling our children using drugs is ok.  When we bring unrelated men into our home and have sex with them we are telling our children this behavior is ok.  When we lie to our spouse we are telling our children it is ok to lie to your husband or wife.  This behavior is producing an evilness that has become regenerative in nature. 

          We must stop cheating one another at work.  We must stop lying and gossiping against our neighbors because of our envy and jealousy and we must start paying more attention to our children as parent's and stop trying to be our children's friends.  Our children already have friends at school they do not need a friend at home.  Our children need parents in the home.   Our sons need to be taught responsibility and encouraged to work.  It is better to work at McDonald's than spend 20 years in a prison.  Our female children need to be taught their bodies are worth more to themselves that giving it to a man for the price of a set of nails and hairdo.  Children must be continuously told of the problems associated with having sex without marriage, using drugs for sport, not respecting their bodies and believing one should do anything for money.  Our females must be taught to take pride in being a parent.  Females should be taught that once a woman becomes a mother her primary responsibility is to her children and that a child's home should not be violated by the presence of a non related male.  Single women with children must begin teaching their sons not to disrespect women and that there is nothing wrong with marriage and that marriage is a good part of life.   

          Traditionally it was the church in conjunction with the parents that laid the foundation for Christian living and morality in a child's life. The Genesis of Violence

          Violence in the work place, violence in the home, and violence on the street has a genesis.  Violence is not spontaneous; it incubates over a period of time in the minds of men and women.  We can begin trying to eliminate violence in our lives by examining the way we live and what we teach and do not teach our children.  The brief examples below are some of the ways violence is generated and perpetuated in our society.  Violence can be prevented, but it will take the effort of all of us.  

Single Mother
She listens to a girlfriend.  She goes out to a bar and becomes intimate with a male.  The non-related male becomes a member of the household.  He rapes one or all of the children in their beds at night, he rapes the children while the woman goes to work, or he beats the children to death.  The abuse child becomes a candidate for prison.

Adulterous Spouse
A. The male commits adultery.  The wife finds out.  The wife gets a divorce.  She becomes a single mother. The father doesn't visit or he rarely speaks to his children.  She listens to a girlfriend.  She goes out to a bar and becomes intimate with a male.  The non-related male becomes a member of the household.  He rapes one or all of the children in their beds at night or he rapes the children while the woman goes to work.  

B.  The male commits adultery.  The wife is murdered.  The children are left motherless.  

      The children are taken to live with a relative, the children are raped or sexually    

      misused; or the children are placed in foster care and the children are physically and   

      sexually abused.   The abuse child becomes a candidate for prison.  

Adulterous Boyfriend

A. A male establishes a relationship with a woman.  He begins to associate sexually 

with other women.  The women feel betrayed.  One of the women decides to act

to eliminate her rival.  A woman dies.  Children are left motherless.  

B. A male establishes a relationship with a woman.   They have children.  He does not 

commit to the relationship through marriage.  He visits periodically when the woman has money.  The woman feels betrayed.  They argue, then he kills the woman.  He goes to prison.  The children are sent to foster care or to the home of a family member.  The children are subjected to abuse.  They become candidates for prison.

C. A male establishes a relationship with a woman and she contracts AIDS. The woman dies, and her children are left motherless.   

Baltimore officials working to ID abandoned girl

BALTIMORE (AP) — Authorities appealed to the public to identify an abandoned 3-year-old girl who says her name is Courtney, she's from Brooklyn and she wants her mommy. 

The little girl was found May 5 when the father dropped her off with a stranger at an unknown location in Baltimore, Sue Fitzsimmons, a spokeswoman for the city Department of Social Services, said Monday. He said he was leaving to cash a money order, but he never returned and the stranger called police. 

The child told authorities she is from Brooklyn, N.Y. She said she and her father had been living in a Baltimore warehouse. 

The girl has been in foster care since she was found. Fitzsimmons said Monday that if Courtney's relatives do not come forward to claim her, she will be permanently placed with a family in Baltimore. 

"We want to do everything we can to find out who she is," Fitzsimmons said. "We hope someone is looking for her." 

In New York, police Sgt. Kevin Hays said Wednesday that the NYPD had no leads at this time on the girl's identity. He said Baltimore authorities continued to investigate. 

At Monday's news conference, Courtney played with toys and posed for pictures wearing a black-and-white summer outfit, her hair in neat cornrows. 

When a reporter asked her a question, she wept and said: "I want my mommy." 

With that, Fitzsimmons picked her up, and the news conference ended. The girl was also featured Wednesday on NBC's Today. 

Officials asked anyone with information about Courtney or her family to call the Department of Social Services at (410) 361-2235.

The little girl who calls herself Courtney was found May 5. Authorities appealed to the public to help identify her. 

(CNN) -- The parents of an abandoned 3-year-old girl who calls herself Courtney have been identified, a Maryland official announced Thursday evening.

The girl will remain in foster care until courts decide who should have custody, said Christopher McCabe, secretary of Maryland's Department of Human Resources.

Gary Gerstenfield, the attorney for the girl's mother, said she and the girl's father are separated. The mother had custody of the child but allowed the father to visit.

The father disappeared with the girl nearly two years ago and apparently moved to Baltimore, Maryland, the attorney said.

The mother had searched for her daughter, whose name is actually Akasha, in areas around Washington, D.C., Gerstenfield said.

She was found May 5 when her father asked a woman to watch his daughter as he cashed a check. The woman, a stranger, called police when he didn't return.

Because the girl was unable to provide her last name or her address, Maryland's Social Services Administration began a "sequence of outreach efforts with state and then national media trying to identify her," McCabe said. As a result of that effort, a man and a woman claiming to be the child's parents, contacted the state separately, he said. 

The child told authorities she was from Brooklyn. She said she and her father had been living in a Baltimore warehouse. McCabe said it appears the girl was from a neighborhood called Brooklyn in Baltimore.  The girl has been in foster care since she was found and will remain with her foster family until an investigation is complete. A hearing is expected within the next few days, McCabe said.  Gerstenfield said the girl's grandfather thought he recognized his granddaughter's picture when he briefly saw it on a local television station. He called back and asked for the station to replay the photo. Gerstenfield said the grandfather watched and immediately recognized his granddaughter on the second broadcast.

Three children found slain in Baltimore; one decapitated 

BALTIMORE (AP) — Two people were arrested in the deaths of three children found dead in a Baltimore apartment, a source said Friday. A boy, his sister and their male cousin were found by one of their mothers when she returned to the apartment late Thursday afternoon. One child was beheaded, the other two partially beheaded.

The source who reported the arrests spoke on condition of anonymity. 

Further details were not immediately available. Police planned to hold a news conference to announce what they described as a "major development" in the case. 

"I've been around for 35 years and I've seen, unfortunately, my share of murders, but I've never seen something as bad as this," Deputy Police Commissioner Kenneth Blackwell said earlier. 

Homicide detectives had stopped an unidentified "person of interest" in connection with the crime late Thursday. 

The children had returned home from school about 3:30 p.m., Blackwell said. A weapon was found outside the apartment. 

The woman who found the children, who speaks Spanish and little English, notified a neighbor when she made the discovery two hours later. Police recorded a 911 call they said was probably made by a neighbor translating for the mother. 

"There's blood all over my apartment," a woman said in the 911 call. "They've killed my family!" 

The first officer on the scene "couldn't handle it" and had to give the call to another officer, Blackwell said. "Walking in on a scene, seeing children of that tender age in that condition, certainly breaks your heart." 

Parents and teachers at the children's school, Cross Country Elementary, hugged each other Friday morning and cried. Officials said grief counselors would be on hand to help the 700 students. 

The mother gave police information about where to find the man who was questioned, Blackwell said. Officers stopped him a few blocks from the crime scene. 

Blackwell said the man's relationship to the children, if any, was not known but he was an acquaintance of the mother. 

Al Johnson, who lives in the apartment complex, said she heard the mother screaming. 

"They were very nice, cordial kids," Johnson said. "It's such a shock to everyone. "It's a very quiet, peaceful community." 

The art deco apartment complex is on the edge of a neighborhood of well-tended homes. It is largely Orthodox Jewish, with a mix of white, black and Hispanic residents. 

Matt Teichman, 17, a student at Talmudical Academy, was returning home from prayers when he heard the sirens and saw police. 

"We walk here late at night and we usually feel safe," he said. "Now, I don't know what to feel. I can't really believe it."

BALTIMORE, Maryland (AP) -- Two young men were arrested on murder charges Friday in the gruesome slayings of three younger relatives in an apartment. One was beheaded with a butcher knife, the others were nearly decapitated, police said.

Police said the two men are cousins, but the Mexican government identified Policarpio Espinoza, 22, as the children's uncle and Adan Espinoza Canela, 17, as their cousin.

Investigators said they did not know the motive for the killings, and they did not disclose how they connected the suspects to the crime.

The children were identified by the principal at their school as 9-year-old Ricardo Espinoza; his 9-year-old sister, Lucero Quezada; and their 10-year-old cousin Alexis Quezada, a boy.

The bodies were found in two bedrooms of the first-floor apartment. Police found a butcher knife near the apartment and said they believe it was used in the killings.

The suspects were "emotionless" as they talked with detectives, Deputy Police Commissioner Kenneth Blackwell said.

The children had returned home as usual Thursday from Cross Country Elementary School and were found dead less than two hours later by a woman who was the mother of at least one of the victims. Neighbors heard screams from the woman, who speaks Spanish but little English, and called 911 for her.

"There's blood all over my apartment," a woman said in the 911 call, apparently translating for the mother. "They've killed my family!"

Parents and teachers at Cross Country hugged each other Friday morning and cried. Grief counselors were on hand for the 700 students.

Principal Matthew Riley described the slain children as "wonderful young people, lovely children, delightful to work with."

A relative said the family was originally from Mexico and moved from New York to Baltimore about three years ago. The relative said the family owns a food business.

The Mexican government's Foreign Relations Department said the children's parents -- Ricardo Espinoza, Mimi Quezada and Maria Andrea Espejo -- were undocumented immigrants. It wasn't known who the parents were of each child. The children were born in Mexico.

The slayings took place at the Samester Parkway Apartments in the Fallstaff neighborhood in the northwest corner of the city. The complex is not far from Pimlico Race Course, where the Preakness was held two weeks ago.

The apartment complex is surrounded by well-tended homes and green lawns. The Art Deco structure was added in 1998 to the National Register of Historic Places. The neighborhood is largely Orthodox Jewish, with a mix of white, black and Hispanic residents.

"They were very nice, cordial kids," said Al Johnson, who lives in the complex. "It's such a shock to everyone. "It's a very quiet, peaceful community."

The California man charged with slaughtering nine family members - and piling them near empty coffins - was a polygamist who fathered children with two of his own daughters, police said last night.

The bizarre revelations came as police prepared to charge Marcus Wesson, 57, with nine counts of murder for the grotesque bloodbath in Fresno on Friday.

"If this does not qualify for the death sentence, then there is no case that would," said Fresno Police Chief Jerry Dyer.

Police called to Wesson's home to investigate a child custody dispute found the bodies of nine people, ages 1 to 24, tangled in a pile of clothes.

After leaving the house drenched in blood, Wesson surrendered to authorities. Police described him as "very calm" and said he was cooperating.

Still, a motive for the mass slaying was far from clear. Dyer said cops would serve another search warrant and hadn't eliminated the possibility of accomplices.

"We have not ruled out the involvement of any other suspects," he said.

Police said Wesson fathered children with at least four women, two of them his daughters.

"We are exploring the possibility that there were other women he was involved with, either sexually or in some sort of polygamist relationship," Dyer said.

The 10 coffins stacked against a wall led police to believe the killings may have involved some sort of ritual and that Wesson may have been running a cult.

An antique shop owner said Wesson bought them from her five years ago, saying he wanted the wood to repair a boat.

She and others who knew him said heavy, dreadlocked suspect made no efforts to be friendly.

"The neighbors felt there was some weird kind of polygamy commune thing going on," said Frank Muna, an acquaintance, who said Wesson moved two another house nearby about eight months ago, in part because of neighbors' complaints.

Six coroners were working on the gruesome crime scene through the weekend to determine how the victims died.

Some of the first officers into the house were so horrified they were placed on administrative leave and were being counseled.

Six police chaplains were at the house throughout the evening as detectives continued to gather evidence.

the Fresno County coroner performed autopsies on the nine victims seven children ages 8 and younger, one teenager and one young adult neighbors and business associates pieced together a portrait of Wesson.

"He was real stern with them, and he expected them to do exactly what he said and right now," said Frank Muna, a criminal-defense attorney who sold a historic brick house in central Fresno to Wesson in 1999. "Over the past year or two, I noticed his thoughts became more rambling and incoherent. He was off the wall."

A woman and two girls believed to be her daughters were found dead after a suspicious house fire early yesterday in East Hartford, Conn., and the authorities said they were looking for the woman's ex-husband, who has a criminal history of setting fires.

Law enforcement officials, speaking on the condition of anonymity, said that the woman, Ramona Kendall, appeared to have been shot, and that an accelerant was used to start the fire.

The blaze broke out about 5:30 a.m. in a rowhouse at 42 Great Hill Road, in the Mayberry Village neighborhood, said William Perez, the assistant fire chief.

A neighbor, Jimmy Ross, said that he noticed the fire, entered the house and saw a woman he identified as another daughter of Ramona Kendall's, a woman in her early 20's who lives two doors down, screaming for her family. Mr. Ross, 25, said he pulled her out unharmed.

Law enforcement officials said that Mrs. Kendall was carried out of the house on fire and the fire had to be extinguished before firefighters could determine that she was dead.

The two other bodies were found on the second floor, severely burned, said Officer Hugo Benettieri, a police spokesman. Law enforcement officials believe they are the couples' daughters, whom neighbors identified as Kayla, and Alexis, who are in their early to mid-teens.

A grandfather of the girls, who was also in the house, survived the fire, a police spokesman said.

As of last evening, the police were searching for Mrs. Kendall's husband, Michael Kendall, 43, Officer Benettieri said.

A neighbor across the street, Cynthia Hatcher, said that the couple's divorce was made final within the last few days. Law enforcement officials said Mr. Kendall was supposed to have moved out of the house yesterday.

A young man who answered the door at Mr. Kendall's mother's house in Windsor, Conn., said that Mr. Kendall had not been living there. In 1997, according to state records, Mr. Kendall was found guilty of reckless burning, a felony. In 1994, he served several days in jail for driving under the influence and criminal trespass.

Another neighbor, J. C. Singletary, said that Mr. Kendall had often repaired Mr. Singletary's station wagon, and that he seemed like ''a pretty nice guy.''

''He would always sit and talk to me after he fixed my car,'' Mr. Singletary said.

As police cars and news crews gathered at the scene, Natia Priester, 13, a friend of Kayla Kendall's, ran up the street to find out what happened and ran off in tears.

Her father, Paul Priester, said that Natia and Kayla were good friends. ''My daughter just can't talk about it,'' he said. ''She's just real sad.''

                                                         Men in the home

Edward Lewis Lagrone, 47, was executed by lethal injection on 11 February 2004 in Huntsville, Texas for the murder of three people in their home. 

On 26 May 1991, Pamela Lloyd, 30, of Fort Worth, discovered that her 10-year-old daughter, Shakeisha, was pregnant. Shakeisha told her that she had been raped by Edward Lagrone, then 34. Lagrone and Lloyd had a relationship for six months in 1985. Lagrone continued to make visits to the Lloyd home after their breakup. Lloyd went to the police and filed a rape complaint against Lagrone. She also confronted him on the telephone. At first, Lagrone denied having sex with Shakeisha, but later that day, he called Lloyd back and confessed to molesting Shakeisha on numerous occasions. He apologized to Lloyd and offered to support the baby. The next day, Lloyd called Lagrone and told him that Shakeisha wanted an abortion, which would cost $895.   At the time, Lagrone was on parole for a previous murder conviction. If Lloyd pursued rape charges against him, his parole could have been revoked. On 29 May, Lagrone offered to give Lloyd $1,500 if she would drop the rape complaint. Lloyd refused to withdraw the complaint. Later that day, Lagrone gave a friend, Anetta Daniel, money to buy a double-barreled, pistol-grip shotgun for him. 

On 30 May 1991, before dawn, Pamela Lloyd, heard a knock at her front door, along with a demand to "open the door." Lloyd's son, Charles, recognized the voice as Lagrone's. When Lloyd's brother, Dempsey, 48, opened the door, Lagrone shot him with the shotgun, hitting him in the arm. Lagrone then went into the front bedroom and shot Pamela's aunt, Carolina Lloyd, 76, who was sleeping. Next, Lagrone went into the kitchen and shot another aunt, Zenobia Anderson, 83, who was washing clothes. His next victim was Shakeisha, who was shot while trying to protect her 19-month-old sister. As Dempsey Lloyd pleaded for mercy, Lagrone shot him a second time, then he left the house. Zenobia Anderson, Carolina Lloyd, and Shakeisha Lloyd were all shot in the neck or head and died in the attack. Dempsey Lloyd, though wounded, went next door and called for emergency assistance, while Pamela stayed in the house with her three surviving children.   Shakeisha's autopsy showed that she was seventeen weeks pregnant. DNA testing showed conclusively that Lagrone was the father.   Lagrone had a previous conviction for murder. He served seven years of a 20-year prison sentence from 1977 to 1984. According to trial testimony, he was a well-known drug dealer. 

Two of his sisters testified that he sexually assaulted them at gunpoint in 1986.   A jury convicted Lagrone of capital murder in May 1993 and sentenced him to death. The Texas Court of Criminal Appeals affirmed the conviction and sentence in February 1997. All of his subsequent appeals in state and federal court were denied.  "Like I've said from day one, I didn't kill them," Lagrone said in his last statement. "But I'm no better than the people that did." He concluded by saying, "Jesus is Lord. That's all I have to say." He was pronounced dead at 6:18 p.m.   The execution was witnessed by several of Shakeisha's relatives, but Pamela Lloyd could not attend because she was incarcerated. Pamela Rochelle Lloyd has also had a lengthy criminal history. She was convicted of petty larceny in 1981 and of aggravated robbery with a deadly weapon in 1987. She served seven months of a five-year sentence before being paroled. In November 1991, she was charged with the murder of her husband, Gene Tutt, 36. While out on bond, she was arrested for driving while intoxicated. She was later convicted of murder and sentenced to five years in prison. She is scheduled to be discharged on 16 July 2004.

          There are more than fifteen men on death row around the country for similar crimes against children that were either in their care or previously in their care. 

          As you can see there are a tremendous number of incidents of violence throughout our country and this violence must stop.  We can confront violence on the street and in our homes if we work together.  Violence is not our number one problem our number one problem is we do not have a general consensus as what we should do about violence in our country.  All of us need to work together to rid our nation of violence making our streets safe again.    The first decision all of us need to make is that we are all going to get involve and do whatever we can do in any capacity to end violence in our nation.  Ending violence begins with everyone.  It begins with our changing and making up our minds that we are going to confront this issues with all of our resources until we see a change in the statistics being reported on the number of murders and rapes being committed in this country and the number of juveniles crimes being committed in this country. 

          The Institute researched the murders of 20,000 women, murders that occurred across this country from 1930 to 2003, a 70-year period.  This is what we learned when we looked at the victim and this is what we learned when we looked at the assailant.  When we looked at the victim we learned.  Women are being murdered because they do not know they are in danger.  Many women live their lives wearing blinders.  Lives could be saved if women are told danger signs and warnings.  Murder is not a spontaneous combustion.  We also learned women talk too much and they make too many assumptions and that is why men are able to murder them.   Women invite murderers into their lives and into their homes.  These are not flattering characteristics but nevertheless true of many women.  Understanding these facts can lead to the solutions of some murders and the prevention of others.  The key lies in why women talk so much and how they make assumptions.  We designed The Women's Art Exhibit to deal with this phenomenon to make women aware of their behavior.  We want women to know if they change the way they think they can reduce the possibilities that they will become a victim thus saving their life and the live of their children.  

          When we looked at the assailant it was the assailant's profile that led us to the idea that we need to seek God.   What we learned looking at the assailants over the same 70 year period was over 252,287 women have been murdered in this country; 25 million children in this country were born to single women and 2.5 million men have been imprisoned prison with over 4000 people on death row over this same period.  When we look at these figures again and again we saw it.  Education and economics were factors in imprisonment but not the essential element.  The essential element was fathers.  The absence of true fathers in the home has devastated our nation.  Please note we did not say the absence of men in the home or the absence of males in the home we said the absence of fathers in the home.  A closer look at the assailant led us to ask the question what is supporting this activity what is supporting the violence we are seeing.  The answer is evilness.  Evilness was supporting the violence we were seeing.  And the only weapon against evilness is God.  It is evilness that has run men from the home and the only way to fight evilness is to seek God. There is only one way to stop violence and that is by using the word of God to change the behavior of men and women.  Please see Job 1:6-7 and Job 2: 1-2 and 1 Peter 5:5.  We can support this statement but not here (see The Wall).  Preventing violence is the Institute's number one priority.  But when we examined our data we realized the only way our goal could be accomplished was if we began to lead for social changes.   Therefore the Institute has published The Wall, Hands Across America and four volumes of the series Do This In Remembrance of Me to make violence relevant to every man and woman living in this country.  Our goal now is to present information to the American public that cannot be ignored.   The Wall was written telling men that they can change their lives if they change the way they think.  Hands Across America was written to alert women to the dangers around them and to get them to be cognizance of the behavior of some men.  Again, the Institute has developed five goals to tackle violence in the country and they are:

To get men to consider changing their lives by changing the way they think and to live their lives with standards and integrity and to consider the benefits of marriage.

To stop the number of women between the ages of 40 - 50 from being the fastest growing number of new Aids victims in the country: Loneliness and lack of companionship is causing this phenomenon.  

To reduce the number of children born in one-parent families by decreasing fornication and increasing the number of marriages in the country: The more marriages we have the fewer children will be in foster care.  Many children in our foster care system and fatherless homes become inmates in our prisons because they do not have a male present in the home functioning as a father. The absence of true fathers in the home has devastated our nation.  Fathers are the stabilizing element of a family when in turmoil.  A father is the solidifying force that children go to for resolution or resolve.

To reduce the number of people committing adultery: Adultery destabilizes the family and brings violence into the home.

To stop non-related males from living in home with children: Many of these males are transients with no goals or purpose to their lives and some are drug users that end up violating children in their beds. Children are being stabbed, bitten, raped, kicked, scalded, strangled and murdered in their homes. This has to stop.  These men do not belong in a home with children.  They have lived in violent situations and they bring violence into the home.  They have no patience or training to be caregivers. 

Our premise is anyone can be a victim and unless you want tragedy to visit you then you must stand up and make an accounting of your life.  You must stand for righteousness and accountability.  You must stand for integrity and honor.  You must stand for yourself and your fellow man and you must stand for right and not wrong.  As citizens of this country we have an obligation to one another and that obligation extends beyond the grave.  So by our actions we must speak for the victims by changing.

                               The Women's Art Exhibit And Book sale

The drawings were done with integrity and tastefulness.   The exhibit is designed to prevent violence against women by giving women extensive information that may save their lives.  The full exhibit will be introduced October 2007 (The National Domestic Violence Month) in Michigan.   Between now and September 2007, the Institute will be touring Illinois, Indiana, Michigan, Ohio, and Wisconsin publicizing the exhibit.  We will show the mini-exhibit at churches, conventions, large corporations, state office buildings, and universities.

          Violence against women is taking an enormous emotional and financial toll on this country.  Part of the drug world consists of individuals self-medicating themselves, trying to forget the violence they have experienced as children, trying to forget the moments of rape, humiliation, and degradation that they experienced.   We need to prevent children from going hungry, feeling displaced, neglected and abandoned.  We believe these factors contribute to the fear and rage that develop in children causing them to become violent in adulthood.
